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Research on the Inheritance and Innovation of Jinzhou Taiping Drum Dance from the

Perspective of Aesthetic Education in Colleges and Universities

Abstract: As a representative folk dance in western Liaoning, Jinzhou Taiping Drum Dance carries
profound historical and cultural heritage and unique artistic aesthetic value. Based on the practice of
aesthetic education in colleges and universities, this study explores the inheritance and development of
Taiping drum dance in the context of contemporary education.
